	 	 In making its decision, the Selection Committee will use the 
following criteria:


• Enrolled in a College, Junior College or Graduate School

• Jackson, Harrison or Hancock County Resident

• Scholarship ability

• Good Academic Standing

• Official College Transcript including standardized test scores

• A.C.T. and/or S.A.T. Scores 

• Three letters of recommendation from one professor, one community 

leader and one individual other than a family member
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
